•	 The grants should support a specific purpose 
which is aligned to Coronado Values and any 
specific community or social focus areas that 
are determined by the Company, and not be 
an alternative for recurrent operational income 
requirements.

•	 Applications must be received by the specified 
closing period for each respective grant round.

•	 Projects, initiatives, and purchases must be 
completed and acquitted within 12 months  
of receipt of funds.

•	 Successful grant recipients and outcomes are to 
be jointly promoted to support our collective effort.
